Here are some suggestions that you might use to sanctify your 
Lent in both little and big ways: 

 

ʪ If you havenõt already, come back to Mass, or 
encourage someone to (if they can be safe and 
healthy in doing so) 

ʪ Pray some of your Night Prayers from your 
knees 

ʪ Use Holy Water  
ʪ As a family say a prayer of thanksgiving after 

meals too 
ʪ Read the Bible more regularly 
ʪ Get to Mass 10 minutes earlier; make thanksgiving prayers after 
ʪ Make visits to the Blessed Sacrament 

 
o Watch less TV 
o Turn the radio off in the car and pray the rosary 
o Put your phone down and away during meals and prayer and family time 
o Email or text someone about the faith 
o Pray the rosary while taking a walk 
o Watch a movie at home without snacks and offer it up

Ý Give up sweets 
Ý Give up Pop 
Ý Smoke less or not at all 
Ý Drink less or not at all 
Ý Sacrifice by doing a meatless day 

 
§ Pray for me daily

§ Teach a child something about the faith that you learned as a child
